The EUIJ has for the second time organised a lec-
ture in cooperation with “Machikado Town College”, a
non-pro�t action group in Tokyo-Kunitachi that orga-
nizes educational events for the Kunitachi citizens. Af-
ter Prof. Eiji Ogawa's lecture on “The Euro” on 25 Jan-
uary 2005, this time Prof. Susumu Yamauchi, Chair-
man of the Graduate School of Law and Dean of the
Faculty of Law at Hitotsubashi University, spoke on
“The Way to a Uni�ed Europe – The Formation of the
Concept of Europe”. The lecture, like the other events
of the Machikado EU Series, was part of the EU-Japan
Friendship Week program of the European Commis-
sion.

Before Prof. Yamauchi started his lecture, Ms. Sil-
via Ko�er , First Counsellor and Head of Press, Pub-
lic and Cultural Affairs at the Delegation of the Euro-
pean Commission to Japan, gave a welcome speach
in which she introduced herself as a typical European
Union citizen. Born and grown up in South Tyrol in
Northern Italy, where there is a German speaking mi-
nority, Ms. Ko�er' s mother tongue is German while her
nationality is Italian. Ms. Ko�er who had joined the Del-
egation shortly before took the chance of her �rst visit

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In his lecture Prof. Yamauchi gave 100 people a fas-
cinating overview over 2500 years of history of the con-
cept of Europe, starting with the ancient Greek myth of
the abduction of Europa by Zeus and ending with the
European Union. He explained the formation of Eu-
rope during the Christian Middle Ages and tracked the
evolution of concepts of Europe from the Renaissance
over Rousseau and Enlightenment, Orientalism of the
19th century, and Pan-europanism of the 20th century
until the present days.

One of the highlights of the lecture was the show-
ing of an excerpt of Sergei Eisenstein's “Alexandre
Nevskii” (1938) which is about the Battle of lake Peipus
in 1242. In the battle the Teutonic knights who tried to
conquer Orthodox Novgorod during their Northern cru-
sades were beaten by the Russian leader Alexandre
Nevskii. This defeat symbolised the end of Europe's
eastern expansion.

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2005 EUIJ Open Public
Lectures at Tsuda Colleg e
The �rst lecture, “The National Minorities in the EU”, by

Professor Takashi Miyajima, Rikkyou University, was

held on Tuesday, 7th June at Tsuda Umeko Hall in the

college. Around eighty people attended, including stu-

dents and local citizens. In the lecture, Professor Miya-

jima described the different minorities settled in the

EU and outlined the changing phase of identi�cation

from a single national level to multiple levels ranging

from micro-regional to supra-national. After the lec-

ture, there were some questions regarding the prob-

lems of the EU Constitution which aroused a lively de-

bate among the participants.

The second lecture, “Looking at the EU from the

African Perspectives”, by Professor Mitsuo Ogura of

Tsuda College was held on Tuesday, 14th June at the

same place in Tsuda. In this lecture, Professor Ogura

who specialises in African studies discussed agricul-

tural trade problems between African countries and the

EU from a historical perspective. After considering the

problems, he raised the issue of IMF Conditionality for

the African Economies, which are faced with a trade-

de�cit problem. The audience of seventy were active

in questioning Professor Ogura about theses issues of

EU-African relations.

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The Main Features of the
Community Legal Order
Lecture by Nicholas Scandamis, Professor of Euro-
pean Commun ity Law at the Univer sity of Athens

Professor Scandamis, keynote speaker at the EU-
Japan Friendship Week Conference, “The European
Union and Citizens”, at Keio University, Tokyo, on 6
June 2005, came to Hitotsubashi University on the next
day to hold an EUIJ Lecture on “The main features of
the Community legal order”. The event took place at
Sano Shoin Hall and was attended by nearly thirty par-
ticipants.

Welcome speach by Prof. Yasutomo Sugiura
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After the welcome speach by Prof. Yasutomo Sug-
iura, Executive Board Member of the EUIJ, Prof. Scan-
damis explained about the particularities of the Com-
munity law, being something in between the internal
law of each member state on one side and interna-
tional law on the other side. As a consequence of this
construction, individuals may sue their governments at
their local court directly relying on the EC laws (direct
effect) and at the meantime, the court must give EC
law priority to the applicable local law (supremacy of
EC laws). As Prof. Scandamis explained, this has hap-
pened because the Member States have transmitted
their sovereign powers to the Community albeit limited
economic areas. This will not occur from the ordinary
international law and therefor the relationship between
the local laws and EC laws was called as the new order
of international law at the European Court of Justice.

The lecture was followed by a lively discussion which
covered also the prospects of the EU constitution after
its rejection by France and the Netherlands. The dis-
cussion partly continued during the cocktail for the at-
tendants which concluded an event informative for both
interested students and scholars.

Takako Ueta, Professor, International Christian University
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European Security Organizat ions Viewed
from Japan

I am very happy to receive the Head of the Delegation

of the European Commission in Japan, Ambassador

Zepter's comment on my latest book, Japan and En-

larged Europe (P.I.E.-Peter Lang, 2005): “It is certainly

a great contribution to the further development of EU-

Japan Relations.” Promoting better understanding be-

tween Japan and Europe is my longstanding aim.

When I conducted researches on international se-

curity at the Graduate Institute of International Stud-

ies, Geneva from 1985 to 1987, I found that there

was little press coverage on Japan by European media

and its quality was unsatisfactory. Based on this ex-

perience, I have organized many international confer-

ences, mainly in Europe, in which Japanese speakers

participated. The above-mentioned book is one of the

products of a series of conferences, co-organized by

TEPSA (Trans European Policy Studies Association),

International Christian University and the Free Univer-

sity of Brussels (ULB).

From 1990 to 1993, I worked for the Embassy of

Japan in Brussels and followed European security. I

was lucky enough to spend eventful years in Brussels:

the First Gulf War, German uni�cation, the negotiation

of the Maastricht Treaty, the dissolution of the USSR,

the transformation of NATO, and so on. I attended an

unforgettable press conference at the building of the

EPC Secretariat in September 1991, when the Dutch

draft of the Treaty of the European Union was rejected

by other member countries. This building was ren-

ovated and is called “Charlemagne” which is next to

Berlaymont and used by the Commission.

In the summer of 1991, I attended a NATO press

conference during the “coup d'etat” of the Soviet Union.

I had been to NATO frequently and learned how the

multilateral alliance worked. At that time, it was un-
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imaginable that the EU would deploy troops, and mili-

tary of�cers in uniform would work for the Council Sec-

retariat. My knowledge of NATO is useful to under-

stand “EU-NATO cooperation.”

In Brussels, I followed the evolution of the Confer-

ence on Security and Co-operation in Europe (since

1995, Organization on Security and Co-operation in

Europe) because it was not institutionalized and did not

have its secretariat. Japan was interested in having

structured relations with the CSCE. In summer 1992,

I was in the Japanese Delegation, and attended the

Helsinki Summit meeting. Finland invited Japan and

the summit document enabled Japan to participate in

the CSCE. Since then, I have attended all the summit

meetings including Budapest, Lisbon and Istanbul, and

a number of Ministerial Councils. I was impressed by

the EC/EU coordination in the CSCE/OSCE.

I would like to explain European models of security

as a basis of our research although we cannot trans-
